> The Czech Logistics Association (CLA) is a full member the Euro-
pean Logistics Association. It is authorised to perform certification in
the Czech Republic, which enables logistic practitioners to obtain
the European Logistic Certificate granted by ECBL after they meet
the defined qualification and professional requirements.

In addition to that, the Association establishes and
builds a broad range of international contacts and of-
fers assistance to foreign enterprises entering the
Czech market. Its activities cover both individuals,
particularly logistic experts, and entire organisations
and their top management representatives. That situ-
ation is reflected in the CLA membership structure,
while the share of corporate persons has been incre-
asing recently.

A systematic solution of logistics in the Czech Republic in the con-
text of the European logistic network requires collaboration with com-
petent public institutions and logistic service operators. It will lead to
optimal effects for the economic sphere and the society as a whole.
That is why CLA initiated establishment of the Expert Team for Lo-
gistics (ET) as an expert advisory body that integrates unions, asso-
ciations and other entities and thus extends the sphere of action of

public administration and regional authorities. A complex solution of
public logistic centres (PLC) could not be in principle reached witho-
ut participation of those professional entities.

The team's mission is to co-operate actively on preparation of lo-
gistic solutions financed from public funds, mainly with the Ministry
of Transport, Czech Railways, Ministry for Regional Development,
Czechlnvest and business sector representatives, i.e. the Transport
Union, the Association of Forwarding and Logistics, and naturally
with universities. An integral part of the mission is to increase aware-
ness of logistics and systematic development of a public logistic cen-
tre network especially on the regional and municipal level. At the
same time, the team aspires to unify understanding of PLC functions
and location and clarify the socioeconomic importance of PLCs, above
all to important residential, production and consumer areas with
a considerable development potential, to which PLCs may become
a new opportunity to improve traffic serviceability of regions and the
country as a whole. ET offers co-operation on preparation of an inte-
gral logistic concept that should put into the context of the European
logistic system. It considers important to harmonise professional opi-
nions of involved authorities and take into account the views of the
business sector represented by professional associations.
