Polozky
v této skupiné ,C" se nazyvaji také nalodova-
ci nebo odesilaci.

Je dulezité zdiraznit, Ze pro-
davajici splriuje své povinnosti
Jiz v okamziku a misté nalodé-
ni nebo odeslani a nenese jiz
odpovédnost za ztratu nebo
poskozeni zbozi béhem pre-
pravy do ujednaného mista
nebo pristavu uréeni.

Ugelem této skupiny dolozek je tedy, aby
prodavajici zajistil na své naklady prepravu,
ktera vSak jiz prob&hne na riziko kupujiciho.
Pfi sjednani dolozek CIF nebo CIP ma pro-
davajici navic povinnost uzavfit pojistku kry-
jici nebezpeci ztraty a poSkozeni zbozi béhem
pfepravy ve prospéch kupujiciho.

Dolozka CFR - Cost and
Freight, neboli naklady
a prepravné

Tato dolozka je ur€ena pouze pro namorni
nebo vnitrozemskou lodni dopravu. Proda-
vajici splni svou povinnost dodanim zbozi
pfes zabradli lodi v pfistavu nalodéni (tedy
obdobné dolozce FOB), avSak navic proti
FOB musi zaplatit naklady a pfepravné po-
tfebné k pfepravé zbozi do ujednaného pfi-
stavu ur€eni. Okamzikem pfechodu zabradli
lodi pfechazi z prodavajiciho na kupujiciho
nebezpedi ztraty a poSkozeni zbozi.

Dolozka CIF — Cost,
Insurance and Freight,
neboli naklady, pojisténi
a prepravné

Opét jde o dolozku pouzitelnou pouze
v namorni nebo vnitrozemské lodni dopra-
vé. Prodavajici je narozdil od dolozky CFR
dale povinen obstarat namorni pojisténi kry-
jici kupujiciho proti nebezpeci ztraty a po-
Skozeni zbozi béhem prepravy, tedy uzavfit
pojistovaci smlouvu a zaplatit pojistné.
K pojisténi se vzhledem k jeho specifikim
jesté vratime nize.

Dolozka CPT - Carriage Paid
To, neboli pfeprava placena do

Zde jiz mizeme pouzit jakykoliv druh dopra-
vy. Tu obdobné jako u CFR voli a zajistuje pro-
davajici (mize si vybrat druh) a splni svou
povinnost dodanim zbozi dopravci jim jmeno-
vanému. Prodavajici hradi pfepravni naklady
do ujednaného mista ur€eni, ale nebezpeci ztra-
ty a poSkozeni zbozi odevzdanim zbozi doprav-
Ci jiz pfechazi z prodavajiciho na kupuijiciho.

Dolozka CIP — Carriage and
Insurance Paid To neboli
preprava a pojisténi placeny do

Jedinym rozdilem oproti CPT je povinnost
prodavajiciho obstarat pojisténi kryjici kupu-
jiciho proti nebezpeci ztraty a poskozeni zbozi
béhem prepravy, tedy opét uzavrit pojistnou
smlouvu a zaplatit pojistné. Lze aplikovat
na vSechny druhy dopravy.

Jak jsme naznadili, je tfeba se vratit k otaz-
ce sjednani pojisténi dle parit CIF a CIP. Pod-

le ustanoveni Incoterms je povinnosti pro-
davajiciho obstarat pojisténi ve prospéch
kupujiciho s tzv. minimalnim krytim.

To znamena pokryti na cenu uvedenou
v kupni smlouvé ve méneé této smlouvy zvy-
Senou 0 10 %, tedy na 110 % kupni ceny.
Pojisténi na nizsi cenu by znamenalo poru-
Seni povinnosti stanovené kupujicimu. Ani
pojistné kryti na urovenn minimalniho kryti
presné v souladu s Incoterms ale nemusi byt
dostacujici a Casto stoji za zvazeni pfipojis-
téni.

Nebezpeci ztraty nebo po-
Skozeni zbozi totiz zpravidla
nekonci vylodénim zbozi v pri-
stavu urceni. Nasleduje vétsi-
nou doprava z pristavu do
konec¢ného mista urceni.

Pfi parité CIF by tak kupujici mél zvazit se-
paratni pojisténi prfepravy z vykladaciho pfi-
stavu do mista ur€eni. Zpravidla v téchto
pfipadech pak dochazi k tzv. lomenému po-
jisténi, coz je oznacCeni pro pojisténi zbozi,
které je na prepravovaném useku kryto
u dvou rdznych pojistoven. Zde existuje v pfi-
padé vzniku pojistné udalosti potencialni pro-
blém ur€eni a prokazani mista a ¢asu vzniku
$kody a mlze byt sporné, ktera ze dvou po-
jistoven by méla pojistnou udalost fesit.

Odbornici ¢asto zastavaji
nazor, Ze pro kupujici je vy-
hodnéjsi, aby pred doloZzkou
CIF uprednostrniovali CFR
a sami si obstarali pojisténi za
celou dopravni cestu, a to
v jimi pozadované vysSi a na
kryti potrebnych rizik u jedné
pajistovny. Obdobné toto do-
poruceni plati pro dolozku CIP.

Jak je patrné, dolozky skupiny ,C* jsou
ureny zejména prodavajicim, ktefi maji dob-
ré moznosti obstarat prepravu vyhodnéji
nez kupujici, ale nejsou ochotni brat na sebe
riziko poSkozeni nebo ztraty zbozi pfi pre-
pravé. Toto riziko mize kupujici snizit vol-
bou dolozek CIP a CIF, které obsahuji
povinnost pojisténi.

V pfistim dile se budeme vénovat posled-
ni skupiné dolozek, kdy jiz prodavajici nese
veskera rizika spojena s prepravou az do
mista urceni. u



B Incoterms and their

Application to International
Trade - Part Four

The present part of our series will deal with the third group of Inco-
terms in more detail. Unlike the groups discussed in the last two parts,
these are delivery terms that oblige the seller to conclude a contract of
carriage at his expenses and under usual terms and pay transport
costs to the point or port of delivery. Terms included in Group C are
also known as ,shipment terms*. It is important to stress that the seller
fulfils its obligations upon the moment and place of embarkation or
shipment and he is not liable for loss or damage to the goods incurred
during transport to the agreed point or port of destination. It means the
purpose of this group of Incoterms is to make the seller arrange trans-
port at its expenses, however the transport is carried out at the buyer's
risk. In addition to that, in case of CIF or CIP the seller is obliged to
procure insurance covering the risk of loss and damage to the goods
during transport for the benefit of the buyer.

CFR - Cost and Freight

This Incoterm is designated only for sea or inland waterway trans-
port. The seller delivers when the goods pass the ship's rail in the port of
shipment (i.e. similarly to FOB), however, compared to FOB it must also
pay the costs and freight necessary to bring the goods to the named
port of destination. WWhen the goods pass the ship's rail the risk of loss or
damage to the goods is transferred from the seller to the buyer.

CIF - Cost, Insurance and Freight

Again, it can be used only for sea or inland waterway transport.
Compared to CFR, the seller is obliged to procure marine insurance
covering the buyer against the risk of loss or damage to the goods
during transport, i.e. to establish an insurance policy and pay the
premium. We will discuss the insurance in more detail below due to
its specific features.

CPT - Carriage Paid To

This term may be used irrespective of the mode of transport. Simi-
larly to CFR, transport is selected and procured by the seller (he can
select the mode of transport) and the seller fulfils his obligation when

the goods is delivered to the carrier nominated by him. The seller
pays the cost of carriage to the named destination, but the risk of
loss and damage to the goods is transferred from the seller to the
buyer upon delivery of the goods to the carrier.

CIP - Carriage and
Insurance Paid To

The only difference from CPT is the seller's obligation to procure
insurance covering the buyer against the risk of loss or damage to
the goods during transport, i.e. again to establish an insurance poli-
cy and pay the premium. It can be used for all modes of transport.

As already mentioned above, we should return to the issue of insu-
rance under CIF and CIP. According to the provisions of Incoterms, the
seller is bound to procure insurance for the benefit of the buyer with the
~minimal cover”. It means cover for the price specified in the sales con-
tract in the contractual currency increased by 10 %, i.e. 110 % of the
purchase price. Insurance for a lower price would mean violation of the
obligation imposed on the buyer. However, minimum cover under Inco-
terms can be insufficient and additional coverage is often worth consi-
dering. The risk of loss or damage to the goods does not usually end
upon disembarking of the goods in the port of destination. Transport
from the port to the final destination follows in most cases. In case of CIF
the buyer should consider separate insurance of transport from the port
of unloading to the point of destination. As a rule, separate insurance
policies are procured, i.e. the goods are insured by two insurance com-
panies en route. In case of an insurance event there is a potential risk of
determination and proving of the place and time of occurrence of dama-
ge and it can be disputable which of the insurance companies should
pay for the damage. Experts often believe it is more advantageous for
buyers to prefer CFR over CIF and establish insurance cover for the
whole journey by themselves, in accordance with the required amount
and coverage of necessary risks, with a single insurance company. The
recommendation similarly applies to CIP.

Itis obvious the C-terms are meant especially for sellers who have
better possibilities to arrange transport under advantageous terms
than the buyer, but are not willing to accept the risk of loss or dama-
ge to the goods during transport. The buyer can reduce the risk if he
selects CIP and CIF that include the insurance duty.

In the next part we will talk about the last group of Incoterms, whe-
re the seller bears all the risks associated with transport to the point
of destination. |
